How to remove, cut, and install starter flaps: 
 1. Abide by all safety precautions recommended by the manufacturer of your round baler. 
 2. Clean dirt or debris from the nut and bolt heads that hold the flap in place. 
 3. Remove the bolts and nuts from the flap bracket, and then pull out the flap. 
 4. To make installation of the new flap easier, clean dirt or debris from the flap bracket.  
 5. Cut flaps to correct length: 

  A.  Find your model# on one of the charts below (3" or 3.5" Round Baler Starter Flaps) to determine the length and color 
        code for the cut lines (silver, yellow, or orange) specific to your model of baler. 
         TIP: Before cutting new flaps always place the old flap over the new Universal flap to verify hole alignment and cutting length. 

 

 

 

   B.  Cut along both of the color coded lines (dia. A or B) to shorten the flap to your specific length. 
 6. Insert the flap into the flap bracket, and then reinsert the bolts and nuts - tighten to manufacturers recommendations. 
 7. Follow this same process when replacing each of the four flaps.
